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7.2.3 Operation of Model Aircraft and Unmanned Aerial Vehicles
within the City of Saskatoon [Files CK. 370-1 and x185-2]

Solicitor Rossmann reviewed the report and noted that primarily
enforcement is with Transport Canada, however, it is challenging to
enforce as the drone can be seen but not necessarily the operator,
as well it is difficult to know what the purpose of the flight is.

Discussion followed regarding clarification of the definition of model
aircraft. It was also noted that when The Recreation Facilities and
Parks Usage Bylaw was drafted it covered only parks, and perhaps
prohibition should now be extended to other city properties such as
streets, sidewalks, and parking lots.

2. That blanket permission to Draganfly Innovations Inc. to operate
small commercial drones over City of Saskatoon property on an
“as necessary or required” basis be denied; but that individual
operations be allowed subject to approval by the City Manager;
and

the use of drones on other city properties.

7.2.4 Uber Technologies Inc. [File No. CK. 7000-1]

Solicitor Rossmann reviewed the report and noted that
transportation network companies like Uber are largely unregulated
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across Canada and the City of Saskatoon currently does not have a
bylaw to regulate them.

Mr. Troy Larmer, General Manager, United Group, spoke against
the recommendation and requested that regulation remain with the
City of Saskatoon, not the Province.

Mr. Faith Ayalp stated transportation network companies such as
Uber would have a detrimental economical effect on taxis, and
stated it is not a fair playing field if Uber drivers do not have the
same costs as regular taxi drivers.

Mr. Khodr Bardouh declined to speak at this time.

Mr. Malik Draz, President, USW Local 2014, stated a stakeholder
meeting was held and franchise owners, drivers, and the majority of
members strongly disagree with allowing Uber in Saskatoon. Mr.
Draz requested that Uber follow the same rules and regulations as
taxi drivers in Saskatoon.
