* Two streets removed from the original Rosewood Neighbourhood
Concept Plan were intended as lanes providing access;

* Proposal extends the lane straight through the area;

» Final design of the property is the decision of the builder or developer;

* The Municipal Reserve will be designed as the community focal point;

* Areais intended to be more pedestrian friendly;

* Roadways changed from 20 metres to 12 metres in width to make a
shorter crossing distance for pedestrians; and

» Developer could include pedestrian access in place of the lanes that
were removed from the original Rosewood Neighbourhood Concept
Plan.
