Re: Request for Proposals- Administration and Implementation of the Pet Reward 
Program 

City Clerk's approval is required as this is a Request for Proposals (RFP) under $75,000. 

Animal Services offers a Pet Reward Program to encourage and reward Saskatoon residents to 
license their pets. As part of the program, local businesses (or "program partners") sign on to 
support this rewards program by offering discounts to residents who present a Pet Reward card 
at the time of purchase. 

This program is currently contracted to The StarPhoenix for administration and implementation. 
In February 2014, The StarPhoenix notified Animal Services that they will not be renewing the 
contract for the program as they have received direction from their Corporate Head Office that 
micro-websites, such as mypetmatters.ca, are being phased out. The current contract with The 
StarPhoenix will expire on September 30, 2014. 

The Pet Reward Program is a necessary program to incentivize pet owners to license their 
animals. The purpose of this RFP is to invite interested proponents to prepare and submit 
competitive proposals for the administration, implementation, and management of an annual Pet 
Reward Program and platform. 

Funds for this purchase have been approved by City Council and are available in the 2014 
Advisory Committee on Animal Control (ACAC) Operating Budget. 

The City Clerk's Office is required to authorize the Purchase Requisition for Purchasing 
Services, Assessment and Financial Management Department, to advertise an RFP for the 
administration and implementation of the Pet Reward Program.
