While the automated system should be in place by 
the end of May 2014, until then, as well as times when the equipment is not functional, 
operators are to call out bus stops.

A suggestion was made that a member of the administration be invited to attend a 
future meeting of the Committee to showcase plans for the park pertaining to 
accessibility.
