 What is the average time taken between the filing of a missing persons’ 

report and the commencement of an investigation? 
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 What are the current statistics on missing Aboriginal women connected to 
Saskatoon?  Missing children? 

 Are there any proactive programs in place with SPS intended to prevent 
occurrences of missing and murdered Aboriginal women? 

 What is being done on files for which missing women have not been 
located? 

 How are the families of the missing persons’ treated while investigations 
are occurring?”

“In order to gain a better understanding of how street checks work and the 
purpose, I would like to submit the following inquiry: 
 
Please provide a report on the current Saskatoon Police Service Street Check 
program, policies and practices. 
 
Subject to any confidential operational information, the report could include: 
 

 Human right considerations 
 Demographics of who has been stopped 
 Criteria and process for a street check 
 What is done with the information and how long information is kept.
