Ahtahkakoop Cree Nation is a member of Treaty 6 and became
a signatory in 1876.

Ahtahkakoop’s home reserve encompasses roughly 43,000
acres.

Ahtahkakoop has purchased the Pleasant Hill School site at 215
Avenue S South in Saskatoon. It is intended as a future medical
park and envisioned to include diagnostic imaging, training,
and urgent care supports. The facility is a partnership between
the Government of Saskatchewan and Ahtahkakoop Cree
Developments that “paves a path forward to improved access
to urgent care, new supports for mental health and wellness,
and opportunities for training and employment for Indigenous

and non-Indigenous citizens of Saskatchewan.”
